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STUDENT CONDUCT

Background

The Division supports and wishes to encourage cooperation and positive relations among
students in every Division community.

Procedures

Principals are to develop guidelines for student conduct in cooperation with staff, parents
and students.

1. Students are to gain experience at school in making decisions based on sound
citizenship principles.

2. Order is necessary to secure rights and this means that in a school everyone must
accept certain obligations and restrictions for the good of all.

3. The general duties of students and accountability are clearly outlined in Sections 150
and 151 of the Education Act.

4. These procedures shall include but not be limited to attendance at school, general
conformity to the direction of the school, observing standards with respect to the rights
of others and accountability for self to teachers, principals, bus drivers, school staff and
other students.

5. The Principal shall be responsible for preparing and making available a school handbook
for students, parents, the Board and central administration. This shall include the
policies, regulations, procedures and educational programs that the school is
implementing. This will be in accordance with the Education Act, provincial regulations
and Division policy and procedures.
